Head Coach David Kwan will be entering his 
ninth year at the helm of the Yellow Jacket  
Program. In 2003 Coach Kwan won HCAC 
Coach of the Year honors after guiding the 
Lady Jackets to a school record 25-6 record. 
Kwan came to Defiance from Toronto, On-
tario, where he served as assistant men’s 
volleyball coach at Humber College. Kwan 
helped lead the Hawks to the school’s first 
undefeated regular season and a top-four 
finish in the Ontario Colleges Athletic Asso-
ciation Championship. Prior to Humber Col-
lege Coach Kwan was an assistant at York 
University.  

In addition to his duties at Defiance College, 
Kwan also guides Premier Volleyball’s 16-1 
team, and has a hand in running many 
camps in Ohio, and Michigan.  

Kwan earned a Bachelors of Arts Degree in 
Kinesiology and Health Sciences from York 
University in 1999, and a Masters of Kinesi-
ology in Coaching from York in 2001.
